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Arkansas Crop Progress and Condition Report 

 

   
According to the National Agricultural Statistics Service in Arkansas, there were 5.2 days suitable for fieldwork for the 

week ending Sunday, August 26, 2018. Topsoil moisture supplies were 1 percent very short, 15 percent short, 67 percent 

adequate, and 17 percent surplus. Subsoil moisture supplies were 2 percent very short, 24 percent short, 64 percent 

adequate, and 10 percent surplus. Low temperatures ranged from 62.6 degrees Fahrenheit at Mammoth Spring to         

69.7 degrees Fahrenheit at Ashdown. Highs ranged from 77.9 degrees Fahrenheit at Kingston to 93.7 degrees Fahrenheit 

at Ashdown. Moderate precipitation was received throughout the State, with the highest concentration occurring in the 

southeast part of the State with an average of 1.49 inches.

August rains have saved many 

operations in the county. We had great turnout for our fall forage meetings with several producers indicating that they 

plan to utilize fall forages and winter annuals to extend their grazing season.”

“Recent rains have delayed rice and corn harvest. The dry weather forecast for next week will allow producers to get into 

full harvest mode. Moderate temperatures during grain fill should result in good milling grades on rice.”

“County wide rainfall benefited all crops and pasture. Rice and corn harvest began late last week as grain and fields dried. 

Early yield reports are fair to good. Soybean crop is progressing rapidly toward maturity. Rainfall will allow pasture and 

hay meadows to recover for a final hay cutting.”

“Rain is still desperately needed in south central Arkansas. Fast moving storms haven't brought enough moisture. 

Armyworms still present in roughly 80% of forage. Producers are reporting hay production at less than half of 2017. Hot, 

dry weather is great for curing hay, but there is very little hay to cure. We are beginning to see early brown out in larger 

hardwood forests.”

“Producers were preparing for corn harvest. Rice fields were starting to be drained. Soybean fields were being scouted for 

worms and stinkbugs, but not many were found. Pastures and hay fields were being sprayed for armyworms.”
