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This report contains data collected each week from respondents across the state whose occupations provide them opportunities to discuss agricultural
production with farmers in their counties as well as to make visual observations. We thank all who have contributed to this report.

October 12, 2021

General

According to the National Agricultural Statistics Service
in South Carolina, there were 4.4 days suitable for
fieldwork for the week ending Sunday, October 10, 2021.
Precipitation ranged from little rain to 10.6 inches.
Average high temperatures ranged from the mid 60s to the
mid 80s. Average low temperatures ranged from the high
50s to the low 70s.

Crops

Multiple days of rain limited the amount of fieldwork that
could be completed. Corn harvest continued slowly with
some producers splitting harvest time between corn and
early soybeans. Cotton bolls nearly completed opening
and some harvest activity continued despite the weather.
Peanuts dug and harvested fell further behind the previous
year due to wet field conditions.

Livestock and Pastures

Cattle remained in mostly good condition. Some flooding
was reported in pastures, but they remained in mostly good
and fair condition.
