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This report contains data collected each week from respondents across the state whose occupations provide them opportunities to discuss agricultural
production with farmers in their counties as well as to make visual observations. We thank all who have contributed to this report.

November 22, 2021

General

According to the National Agricultural Statistics Service
in South Carolina, there were 6.5 days suitable for
fieldwork for the week ending Sunday, November 21,
2021. Precipitation ranged from little rain to 0.3 inches.
Average high temperatures ranged from the low 60s to the
mid 70s. Average low temperatures ranged from the high
20s to the low 50s.

Crops

Minimal rain and cooler temperatures created ideal
harvesting conditions, although fall plantings might be
delayed until soil moisture increases. Cotton harvest
progressed well and is now in line with the previous year.
Peanut harvest continued, although completion lagged
prior years given the earlier delays due to wet field
conditions. Nearly all soybeans have dropped their leaves
and harvest progress has surpassed previous years. Winter
wheat continued to be planted where sufficient moisture
was available.

Livestock and Pastures
Cattle and pasture remained in mostly good and fair
condition.
