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General 
According to the National Agricultural Statistics Service 

in South Carolina, there were 5.9 days suitable for 

fieldwork for the week ending Sunday, May 5, 2024.  

Precipitation ranged from negligible rainfall to 5.4 inches. 

Average high temperatures ranged from the high 60s to the 

high 80s. Average low temperatures ranged from the low 

50s to the high 60s. 

 

Crops 
Much needed rain fell across the northern region of the 

state, which alleviated some of the persistent dryness. 

Dryland corn benefitted from the increased moisture and 

was noted to be developing well. Producers were active 

planting cotton, peanuts, and soybeans throughout the 

week, although concerns about soil moisture levels 

remained in many areas. Hay production was not 

significantly slowed by the rain as progress remained 

ahead of historical averages. Peaches were reported to be 

in mostly good condition. 

 

Livestock and Pastures 
Both cattle and pastures were in mostly good condition 

around the state. Pasture condition improved slightly with 

the increased soil moisture, but more rainfall would still 

be beneficial.
